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(D1.9; D1.10 addressed in this task)
You should now access the file in StudentsSource/ICT/FS_carousel/ or on www.angelsoft.org.uk called customers.mdb
Pretty obviously, this is where Irina keeps the records of all the customers who want to be able to download movies from her company. 
Copy the database into your user area first: you need to be able to change it.
There are a number of errors in this that need correcting:
- Steven Hackworthy’s postcode is SN21 9GR, not SN12 9RG. Put this right
- Rebecca Rushworth has changed to being a Full member
- Jaylee Branson has left the town and the record should be deleted.
- Michael Catterick, of 25 Stokes Rd, Calne, SN52 3JD needs to be added to the database as a Full member.
Evidence: show screenshots of each step of the changes.
- The database needs another field now for the subscription records. Add two more fields: one for the amount paid and one which merely says YES/NO about whether they agreed to receive emails every month about special offers.
Evidence: screenshots in design view showing amendments and appropriate data types, field sizes.
Extension:
Design another database in Access 2003 that will hold the records of everyone in the Duke of Edinburgh Award scheme at King Edward VII School. 
· What do you need to include?
· What are the data types needed? 
· What size do you need each of the fields to be?
· What validation rules would you need to protect the data from being entered incorrectly?


Staff Notes
This group has done next to NO database work, so you’ll need to start with one lesson on the construction of a database. Important terms:
· field
· validation
· form
· data types (and the actual types!)
· report
· basic entering and editing data
Use of the OCR Unit 1 database for practice would be valuable: this is the one that should be used for marking.
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
