REMEMBER that ‘interactive’ means that SOMETHING must happen when the user moves their mouse
You could use a presentation package, like PowerPoint; or an animation package like Flash8, or the WebDesign package DreamWeaver8 (hint – rollovers here would look good!)



Teacher notes
I would suggest that this takes both lessons: one lesson on finding the definitions and creating a library of images, the other on the skills for creating the dictionary itself.
PowerPoint skills – master slides; consistent professional House style; hyperlinks and icons
DreamWeaver skills – construction of a page (tables/css, backgrounds, fonts, colours etc etc); creation of a site (optional) putting all images in ONE images folder in an ICT subject folder (NOT their MyPictures); creating rollovers 
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
